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In accordance with Article 16 Paragraph 5 of the Public Private Partnership Act (Official Gazette No. 78/12), the Minister for the Economy passes the 
ORDINANCE
ON THE ORGANISATION AND MANAGEMENT OF THE REGISTER 
OF PUBLIC PRIVATE PARTNERSHIP CONTRACTS
Subject matter of the Ordinance
Article 1
This Ordinance regulates the organisation and management of the Register of Public Private Partnership Contracts (hereinafter referred to as: „the Register“), entities required to enter the Register, the procedure of entry into the Register, documentation and forms needed for data entry, entities authorised to access data in the Register, and data storage, keeping and protection.

Organisation and Management of the Register
Article 2
(1) The Agency for Public Private Partnership (hereinafter referred to as: „the Agency“) establishes and manages the Register.

(2) The Register is organised as a central source of information and a unique electronic record of all PPP contracts concluded on the territory of the Republic of Croatia.

(3) The database is managed and access to data and data protection are ensured by means of the Register.

(4) The Register is kept by entering data into an electronic database.

(5) Upon entry into the Register, each PPP contract is awarded a serial register number of entry in the current year, and the marking begins at 0001/year of entry.

(6) Data from PPP contracts are entered into the Register on the basis of a fully and accurately filled-in application, whereas any changes are entered into the Register on the basis of a fully and accurately filled-in change application.

Entities required to enter the Register
Article 3
(1) The entity required to enter the Register is the public partner.

(2) If several partners are parties to a PPP contract, they will select the entity required to enter the Register among themselves. 

Entry of data into the Register 
Article 4

(1) Data from PPP contracts and other documents submitted by the public partner to the Agency shall be entered into the Register in line with the Public Private Partnership Act (hereinafter referred to as: “the Act”).
(2) For the purpose of entry into the Register the public partner is required to submit to the Agency the following filled-in forms:
a) Form 1 – Contract information;
b) Form 2 – Public partner information;
c) Form 3 - Private partner information;
d) Form 3a) - Information about the special purpose company;
e) Form 3b) - Information about the joint company;
f) Form 4 – Information about the facility.
(3) On each form listed under paragraph 2 of this Article the public partner shall indicate whether the application refers to entry into the Register or to changes of data entered into the Register.

(4) For the purpose of submitting an application for entry of data about a PPP contract into the Register the public partner shall, within 30 days from the date of application of the PPP contract, deliver to the Agency the PPP contract with all annexes and attachments in the original version or a certified copy certified by the seal of the public partner, as well as the filled-in forms applying for registration. The date of conclusion of the financial agreement is considered to be the starting date of PPP contract application.
(5) For the purpose of submitting an application for changing the data about a PPP contract entered into the Register, the public partner shall, within 30 days from the date on which the change occurred, deliver to the Agency the amendments and/or supplements to the PPP contract, annexes or attachments, in the original version or a copy certified by the seal of the public partner and the filled-in forms applying for changes of data entered into the Register.

(6) The application forms pertaining to changes of data entered into the Register must contain the serial register number of the contract that the changes relate to, and the forms listed under paragraph 2 of this Article that the changes relate to must be filled in. 
Forms 
Article 5

(1) The forms referred to in Article 4 this Ordinance shall be filled in legibly, with a ballpoint pen or on the computer, individually for each PPP contract.

(2) The forms referred to in Article 4 of this Ordinance shall be signed and certified by the seal of the public partner or all public partners, as well as by the private partner where this is explicitly stated.

(3) The forms referred to in Article 4 this Ordinance shall be made public by the Agency on its website.

(4) The forms and required documentation shall be submitted as registered mail with a delivery receipt to the Agency’s address published on the website of the Agency and shall have a designation "for the Register of PPP contracts”, or via email: registar@ajpp.hr.

Verification of documents
Article 6
(1) The Agency shall verify if data in the forms correspond to data in the submitted documents.

(2) If the Agency establishes that a piece of information is missing in the form or that some of the data do not correspond to the data specified in the submitted documentation, the public partner shall receive a notification and a request to submit a new (amended or corrected) application.

(3) The public partner shall submit a new application within 8 days from the receipt of the notification referred to in paragraph 2 of this Article.
Entities authorised to access the Register
Article 7
(1) Data from the Register are accessible to all natural persons and legal entities via the website of the Agency, free of charge and without any restrictions, except for restrictions arising from legislation regulating intellectual property protection, protection of personal data, confidential information and business secrets.

(2) An examination of data is possible on a daily basis every day of the year, except on days when technical maintenance of the Register is carried out. Technical and other conditions for accessing data are published on the website of the Agency.
Data storage, keeping and protection
Article 8
(1) Documents submitted for the purpose of entry into the Register in accordance with this Ordinance shall make a collection of Register documentation that is stored and kept in the archives of the Agency.

(2) The documentation referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article can only be used to verify the accuracy of the filled-in applications for entry and to monitor the implementation of PPP projects, and cannot be used for any other purpose.

(3) The agency manages the database and ensures the protection of the database and documentation stored in the archives.
Transitional provisions
Article 9
(1) The provisions of this Ordinance shall apply to all contracts that have already been entered into the Register.

(2) The provisions of this Ordinance shall also apply to all contracts that have not been entered into the Register and were concluded before the entry into effect of this Ordinance.

(3) On the date entry into effect of this Ordinance, the Ordinance on the Organisation and Maintenance of the Register of Public Private Partnership Contracts (Official Gazette No. 147/10) shall cease to be valid. 
Final provision
Article 10
This Ordinance shall enter into effect on the eighth day of its publication in the Official Gazette.
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
